On Qclober 1, 1879, EPA promulgated
40 CFR Part 208, Subpart F, Truck-
Mounted Solid Waste Compactaors:
Noise Emission Stendards (44 FR 58524].
‘This regulatiomrequires that, beginning
October 1, 1980, each nawly
manufactured truck-mounted salid
wanate compactor muat not produce a
logarithmic (energy) average noise level
in excean of 79 decibeis, The maximum
allowable noisa lavel {s reduced ta 78
dacibela for products manufactured after
July 1, 1982,

To ensura continuing benafits from
thia regulation, manufacturera ara -
required to design and build sach
compactor 3o that, when properly
maintained and used, its nolse level will
nat degrude (f.e.. increase) above the
laval of the applicable standard for a -
period of 2 yaars or 5,000 oparating
hours, whichever cccurn first, This
peried of in-use compliance {s called the
Acoustical Assurance Periad ["AAP"),

Under the regulation as promulgated.
manufacturers were required to
aestablish the anticipated nofae leval
degradation (increasa in noise lovel) for
their products during tha AAP. Tha
anticlpaied degradation would be taken
into account when measuring tha noise
laveln of thelr producta to show
compliance with the regulation. Thia
anticipated nolan lavel increana is
tormed tha Noise Leval Degradation
Factor {*"NLDF™), .

GM alleged that in promulgating the
AAP and the NLDF the Administeator of
EPA axcocded the authority geanted to
him by Congress under the Noise
Cantro] Act, GM alio alleged that tha
Administrator had established a
regulatory schame which had no
teghnical busis and which wan not
supported by cost analysin, thareby
acting arbitrarily and capticiously, EPA
disagross with GM's allegations, As
detailed in the Agency's raspanse to
GM, EPA beliaves tha AAP {a consistant.
with bath the langusge and purposes of
the Noise Control Act, and in

With respect to the Noiae Level
Dagradation Factor (NLDF), EPA has
reconnidered the burdena placed upon
manufacturers by the NLDF and the way
in which the NLDF would apply to the
traah campactor regulation. Tha Agency
has cancluded that the NLDF {a nat
necessary in this regulation. The NLDF
and related provisjons are therafora
being withdrawn from thoe regulation.
